8. Information on the national higher educational system /Informace o narodnim vysokoskolském systému

Higher Education System in the Czech Republic

Higher education institutions form the highest level of Czech education. They offer
accredited degree programmes at three levels — Bachelor’s, Master’s and doctoral — as well as
lifelong learning. Higher education institutions are either of the university type or the non-
university type. University type higher education institutions may offer all types of degree
programmes and carry out associated scholarly, research, developmental, artistic or other
creative activities. Non-university type higher education institutions offer mainly Bachelor’s
degree programmes, but may also provide Master’s degree programmes and carry out
associated scholarly, research, developmental, artistic or other creative activities. There are
public, state and private higher education institutions. The public and private higher
education institutions come under the responsibility of the Ministry of Education, Youth and
Sports, while state institutions (the University of Defence and the Police Academy of the
Czech Republic) are under the responsibility of the Ministry of Defence and the Ministry
ofthe Interior. The complete list of higher education institutions is available at:

education. Higher education is realised within the framework of accredited degree
programmes in accordance with their curriculum and given mode of studies. A degree
programme offered by a higher education institution in the scope of a field or fields of
education for which the institution has an accreditation is also considered an accredited
degree programme. The mode of study may be on-site, distance or a combination of these
(combined studies). Admission to studies in Bachelor’s or Master’s degree programme is
conditional upon the completion of secondary education completed by the “maturitni
zkouska” examination. Students in the field of fine arts may also be admitted upon the
completion of tertiary professional education provided at a conservatory. In exceptional
cases, admission to studies in the area of the fine arts may also be permitted for applicants
who have not completed secondary education completed by the “maturitni zkouska”
examination, or tertiary professional education provided at a conservatory. Admission to
a Master’s degree programme following a Bachelor’s degree programme is conditional upon
the completion of any type of degree programme. Admission to a Doctoral degree
programme is conditional on the completion of studies in a Master’s degree programme; in
addition, doctoral students in the area of the fine arts must hold an academic degree. Higher
education institutions and faculties are free to specify additional conditions for admission to
studies that relate to specific knowledge, abilities, talent etc.

Higher Education Qualifications

The qualification structure recognizes Bachelor’s, Master’s and doctoral levels.
A Bachelor’s degree programme (“bakalaisky studijni program”) aims at providing
qualifications for entering a profession or a Master’s degree programme. It takes from 3 to 4
years (180 — 240 ECTS credits). Graduates receive the academic degree of “bakalaf uméni”
(BcA. — Bachelor of Fine Arts) in the field of fine arts and “bakalai”” (Bc. — Bachelor) in other
fields. The degree programme must be completed in due form with a final state examination,
which usually includes the presentation and defence of a Bachelor’s thesis. A Master’s degree
programme (“magistersky studijni program”) follows a Bachelor’s degree programme. The
length is 1 to 3 years (60 — 180 ECTS credits). In selected fields, where the nature of the
degree programme so requires, a Master’s degree programme need not follow on from a
Bachelor’s programme. In this case, the programme lasts 4 — 6 years (240 — 360 ECTS
credits). Courses in human medicine and veterinary medicine last 6 years. They are run by
the university medical faculties and faculties of veterinary medicine. Graduates in a Master’s
degree programme must take a final state examination and publicly present and defend a
Master’s thesis. Studies in the field of general medicine and dental medicine and veterinary
medicine and veterinary hygiene are completed with an advanced Master’s (“rigor6zni”) state
examination. The studies in a Master’s programme lead to the following academic degrees:

« 7inzenyr” (Ing.) — Engineer, in the area of economics, technical Sciences and
technologies, agriculture and forestry and in military fields of study;

« Vinzenyr architect” (Ing.arch.) — Engineer Architect, in the field of architecture;

< ”doktor mediciny” (MUDr.) — Doctor of Medicine, in the field of medicine;

«  ”zubni l1ékai” (MDDr.) — Doctor of Dental Medicine, in the field of dental medicine;

< ”doktor veterinarni mediciny” (MVDr.) — Doctor of Veterinary Medicine, in the fields of
veterinary medicine and hygiene;

< ”magistr uméni” (MgA.) — Master of Fine Arts, in the area of the fine arts;

«  ”magistr” (Mgr.) — Master, in other areas of study.

The abbreviations of these titles are written before the name.

Graduates in fine arts who were admitted to studies without completion of secondary
education completed by the “maturitni zkouska” examination or tertiary professional
education provided at a conservatory are awarded their academic degrees only upon
completing secondary education completed by the “maturitni zkouska” exam, or tertiary
professional education at a conservatory.

Holders of the academic degree of “magistr” are entitled to take an advanced Master’s
(rigor6zni”) state examination in the same area of study and defend an advanced Master’s
("rigor6zni”) thesis. If completed successfully the following academic degrees are awarded:

e ”doktor prav” (JUDr.) — Doctor of Laws, in the field of law;

« ”doktor filozofie” (PhDr.) — Doctor of Philosophy, in the area of the humanities, teacher
education and the social Sciences;

« “doktor pfirodnich véd” (RNDr.) — Doctor of Natural Sciences, in the area of the natural

Sciences;

e ”doktor farmacie” (PharmDr.) — Doctor of Pharmacy, in the field of pharmacy;
« ”licenciat teologie” (ThLic.) — Licentiate of Theology or “doktor teologie” (ThDr.) —

Doctor of Theology in the field of theology.

All the above-mentioned academic titles are at the Master’s level and their abbreviations
are written in front of the name.

The standard length of a doctoral degree programme (”doktorsky studijni program”) is 3
to 4 years. Doctoral studies are completed by the state doctoral examination and the public
presentation and defence of a doctoral thesis (dissertation), based on original results, which
must be published. Graduates of a doctoral study programme are awarded the academic
degree of:
< ”doktor” (Ph.D.) — Doctor
« ”doktor teologie” (Th.D.) — Doctor of Theology, in the field of theology.

The abbreviations of these academic titles are written after the name.

Academic year

The academic year starts on September 1 and ends on August 31 of the following year. It
comprises a winter semester and a summer semester. The organization of the academic year
is regulated by the relevant higher education institution’s statutes.

Credit system
The ECTS credit system is used at most higher education institutions.

Vysoké $koly piedstavuji nejvyssi aroven vzdélavaciho systému v Ceské republice.
Nabizeji akreditované studijni programy tii typi - bakalafské, magisterské a doktorské a také
celozivotni vzdélavani. Vysoké Skoly jsou univerzitniho a neuniverzitniho typu. Vysoka
Skola univerzitni miZze uskute¢iiovat viechny typy studijnich programii a v souvislosti s tim
védeckou a vyzkumnou, vyvojovou, uméleckou nebo dalsi tvir¢i ¢innost. Vysoka Skola
neuniverzitni uskuteciiuje bakalafské studijni programy a mize téz uskute¢iiovat magisterské
studijni programy a v souvislosti s tim vyzkumnou, vyvojovou, uméleckou nebo dalsi tviréi
¢innost.

Vysoké $koly jsou vefejné, statni a soukromé. Vefejné a soukromé vysoké skoly spadaji
do pusobnosti Ministerstva Skolstvi mladeze a télovychovy, statni instituce (Univerzita
obrany a Policejni akademie) spadaji do pusobnosti Ministerstva obrany a Ministerstva
vnitra.

Vysokoskolské vzdélani se ziskava studiem v ramci akreditovaného studijniho programu
podle studijniho planu stanovenou formou studia. Za akreditovany studijni program se
povazuje i studijni program uskute¢iiovany vysokou $kolou v ramci oblasti nebo oblasti
vzdélavani, pro které ma vysoka $kola instituciondlni akreditaci. Forma studia muze byt
prezenéni, distan¢ni nebo jejich kombinace.

Podminkou pfijeti ke studiu v bakalaiském nebo v magisterském studijnim programu je
dosazeni stiedniho vzdélani s maturitni zkouskou. Ke studiu v oblasti uméni mohou byt
pfijati také uchazeci s vys§im odbornym vzdélanim v konzervatofi. Ke studiu v oblasti uméni
mohou byt vyjimeéné prijati téZ uchazedi bez dosazeni stfedniho vzdélani s maturitni
zkouskou nebo vyssiho odborného vzdélani v konzervatofi. Podminkou pfijeti ke studiu
v magisterském studijnim programu, ktery navazuje na bakalaisky studijni program, je
rovnéz fadné ukonceni studia v kterémkoliv typu studijniho programu.

Podminkou piijeti ke studiu v doktorském studijnim programu je fadné ukonceni studia
v magisterském studijnim programu a v oblasti uméni téz ziskani akademického titulu.
Vysoka $kola nebo fakulta mize stanovit dalsi podminky pfijeti ke studiu tykajici se ur¢itych
znalosti, schopnosti nebo nadani apod.

VysokoSkolské kvalifikace

Kvalifika¢ni struktura rozliSuje tii stupné vysokoskolského vzdélani - bakalaisky,
magistersky a doktorsky. Bakalaisky studijni program je zaméfen na piipravu k vykonu
povolani nebo ke studiu magisterského studijniho programu. Standardni doba studia je 3 az 4
roky (180 - 240 ECTS krediti).

Absolventi v oblasti uméni ziskaji akademicky titul ,,bakalaf uméni* (BcA.) a ,,bakalai*
(Bc.) v ostatnich oblastech. Studium se fadné ukoncuje statni zavére¢nou zkouskou, jejiz
soucasti je zpravidla obhajoba bakalaiské prace.

Magistersky studijni program navazuje na bakalafsky studijni program. Standardni doba
studia je 1 az 3 roky (60 - 180 ECTS kreditt). V pfipadech, kdy to vyzaduje charakter
studijniho programu, mize byt udélena akreditace magisterskému studijnimu programu, ktery
nenavazuje na bakalafsky studijni program. Standardni doba studia je potom 4 - 6 let (240 -
360 ECTS kreditt). Studium lékafstvi a veterinarniho lékaistvi trva 6 let. Je vedeno
univerzitnimi 1ékafskymi a veterindrnimi fakultami. Studium v magisterském studijnim
programu se fadné ukoncuje statni zavére¢nou zkouskou, jejiz souCasti je obhajoba
diplomové prace. V oblasti vieobecného lékaistvi a zubniho lékafstvi a veterinarniho
Iékafstvi a veterindlni hygieny se studium fadné ukonCuje statni rigorézni zkouskou.
Absolventim se udéluji tyto akademické tituly:

o inzenyr” (Ing.) v oblasti ekonomie, technickych véd a technologii, zeméd¢lstvi, lesnictvi

a vojenstvi;

- inzenyr architekt* (Ing. arch.) v oblasti architektury;
« ,doktor mediciny” (MUDr.) v oblasti lékafstvi;
« ,,zubni lékai* (MDDr.) v oblasti zubniho 1ékafstvi;
« ,doktor veterinarni mediciny* (MVDr.) v oblasti veterinarniho lékafstvi a hygieny;
o ,,magistr uméni (MgA.) v oblasti uméni;
« ,magistr” (Mgr.) v ostatnich oblastech.
Zkratky téchto tituld se uvadeji pred jménem.

Absolventiim studia v oblasti uméni pfijatym ke studiu bez dosazeni stiedniho vzdélani
s maturitni zkouskou nebo vys§iho odborného vzdélani v konzervatofi se udéluje akademicky
titul az po dosazeni stfedniho vzdélani s maturitni zkouskou nebo vyssiho odborného
vzdélani v konzervatofi.

Absolventi magisterskych studijnich programd, ktefi ziskali akademicky titul ,,magistr*,
mohou vykonat v téze oblasti studia statni rigorézni zkousku, jejiz soucasti je obhajoba
rigorozni prace. Po jejim vykonani se udéluji tyto akademické tituly:

« ,doktor prav“ (JUDr.) v oblasti prava;

- ,,doktor filozofie* (PhDr.) v oblasti humanitnich, pedagogickych a spole¢enskych ved;
« ,doktor ptirodnich véd“ (RNDr.) v oblasti pfirodnich véd,

« ,,doktor farmacie* (PharmDr.) v oblasti farmacie;

« licenciat teologie” (ThLic.) nebo ,,doktor teologie* (ThDr.) v oblasti teologie.

Vsechny vyse uvedené akademické tituly jsou na magisterské urovni a jejich zkratky se
uvadgji pted jménem.

Standardni doba doktorského studijniho programu je 3 az 4 roky. Doktorské studium se
fadné ukoncuje statni doktorskou zkouskou a obhajobou diserta¢ni prace. Disertani prace
musi obsahovat pivodni a uvefejnéné vysledky nebo vysledky, pfijaté k uvefejnéni.
Absolventiim studia v doktorskych studijnich programech se pfiznava akademicky titul:

« ,doktor (Ph.D.);
- ,,doktor teologie” (Th.D.) v oblasti teologie.
Zkratky téchto akademickych tituli se uvadéji za jménem.
Akademicky rok
Akademicky rok za¢ina obvykle 1. zafi a kon¢i 31. srpna nasledujiciho roku. Sestava ze
zimniho a letniho semestru. Organizace akademického roku je urcena statutem vysoké skoly.

Kreditni systém
Kreditni systém (ECTS nebo srovnatelny systém) je uzivan vétsinou vysokych skol.
