The Certificate of Advanced English corresponds to Level Four in the Cambridge
ESOL five-level system. It also corresponds to the Association of Language
Teachers in Europe {ALTE) Level Four (Competent User), and Council of Europe
level C1 (Effective Proficiency).

There are five papers in the examination, each worth 20% of the total marks. To
achieve a passing grade (A, B or C) candidates must gain approximately 60%

of the total marks available, or above. Candidates” grades are based on the total
score from all five papers and there is no pass or fail grade for individual papers.

Paper 1 Reading (1 hour 15 minutes)

This paper has [our parts, with a range of text types and comprehension
questions on each one. There are 34 questions in total.

The texts may consist of several short pieces, and the length of texts in each part
is between 550-850 words.

The texts are taken from newspapers, magazines, journals, fiction and non-fiction
books, leaflets, brochures, etc.

Each Part is heard twice.

The speakers will have a variety of accents. There may be some background
sounds, before the speaking begins, to give contextual information. There may also
be some subdued reaction from audiences to talks, speeches, elc.

GENERAL INFORMATION

One of the most appealing animals found in this
country is the otter. These attractive creatures live
near rivers or by the sea and are perfectly adapted
for life in the water, having waterproof fur and a
streamlined body. They live on a diet of fish and
are particularly fond of salmon, eels and shellfish.
As well as being skilful swimmers, they are
playful creatures and love rolling and tumbling
in the water.

But can you look after yourself too much?
On the subject of exercise, the standard
recommendation is to take five sessions
of ‘moderate’ exercise a week, where
moderate is a little more than brisk
walking. ‘We need to be very careful when
we're doing extreme sports or endurance
events,” says health expert Len Aimond.
‘Extreme physical stress can impose
almost impossible demands on the body’s
ability to recover. The strain of endurance
events such as exploration force
biochemical changes in the human body
The physiofogical response to that kind

of activity will be extreme ... and how the
body overcomes that is bound to leave
some kind of legacy* So could Fiennes’
love for exploration and endurance events
have contributed to his condition?

haven’t done enough research in this area.’

This is changing though. There is growing
interest in sports medicine, a field that
arguably began as long ago as 490BC
when the first person to run the
marathon ran the 26 miles from the town
of Marathon to Athens with news of a

victory over the Persians. The man, a
soldier called Pheidippides, collapsed as
soon as he arrived, and the cause of his
sudden demise is not known. However,
scientists are using athletes like him to
answer questions about the effects of
extreme exercise on the heart. One group,
at the University of Innsbruck in Austria,
studied cyclists taking part in a race
called the Tyrolean Otztaler Radmarathon
a one-day event that covers 230km with
an altitude change of 5,500m. They were
Interested in one particutar enzyme, high
concentrations of which are found in
those who have suffered a heart attack.
The scientists found that levels of this
chemical increased in 13 of the 38
cyctists who completed the race. The
largest increases were seen in the
youngest, fastest cyclists who had trained
the hardest. Similar increases in the
chemical have been found in competitors
in the Hawaii lronman triathlon and in
cross-country skiers.

Most of us will never put our bodies to
such severe tests. But if when you hear
about someone like Fiennes you ask
whether exercise is worth it, | advise you
to consider your own priorities.
Personally, | subscribe to this adage sent
in by a reader to a local newspaper: ‘Run
not to add years to your life but to add
life to your years’

Genealogy is the study and tracing of family ancestries.
This involves collecting the names of relatives, both living
and deceased, and establishing the relationships among
them based on evidence and documentation. It can be a
pleasantly addictive hobby or a professional undertaking.

RESEARCHING YOUR FAMILY HISTORY
Researching ‘Family History® used to be regarded as
synonymous with genealogy, but it now applies to
biographical research into one's ancestors — the aim
bemng to produce a well-documented history of interest
to family members and future generations. It involves
putting flesh on the skeleton that 1s produced by
genealogy and considers the historical circumstances
and geographical situation in which ancestors lived.

FIRST STEPS

When exploring family history it is acvisable to work
backwards from known information. Trying to work
forwards, e.g. seeking descendants of the famous histoncal
figure that family legend claums as an ancestor, is rarely
profitable. The best way to start 1s by consulting dlose
relatives to establish basic facts, such as births, deaths and
marriages. Collecting together family documents such as
letters and diaries will prove invaluable too.

SEARCHING THE ARCHIVES

Check published genealogies for a link to your family.
However, do not put all your faith into a single lengthy
document which apparently enables you to daim descent
from royaity [or a notorious cnminal). Rather, take this

In this sci-fi action thriller, detective Spooner,
played by Will Smith, investigates the murder of a scientist
employed by a fictional robotics company. Despite the fail-
safe mechanism built into the robots, which prevents them
from harming humans, the detective suspects one of them
was responsible for the scientist’s death. Further
investigation leads him to believe that robots may even be
planning to take over the world.

f,Robot is loosely based on a collection of short stories by
* science-fiction writer, Isaac Asimov. Most of these revolve
around the famous ‘three laws of robotics” which he first
I drew up in 1940. In those days, barely two decades after the
word ‘robot” had been coined by playwright Karel Capek,
other writers were still slavishly reworking Capek’s narrative
about robots taking over the world. But Asimov’s grasp of
science fact — he gained a PhD in chemistry — lent rigour to
his science-fiction and he was already asking what practical
steps humanity might take to avoid this nasty fate. His
solution was to program all robots to follow three laws:

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programming them. In fact, programming a real robot to
follow the three laws would be a formidable undertaking. For
a start, the robot would need to be able to recognise humans
and not confuse them with chimpanzees, statues and
humanoid robots. This may be easy for us humans, but it
poses considerable difficulty for robots. To follow rule two,
the robot would have to be made capable of recognising an
order and distinguishing it from a casual request — which is
beyond the capability of contemporary artificial intelligence.

To follow any of the three laws, the robot would have to
determine whether and to what extent any of them applied
to the current situation. This would involve complex
reasoning about the future consequences of its own actions
and of the actions of other robots, humans and animals in its
vicinity. But why should the robot restrict its actions to its
own immediate vicinity? The first law, as stated above,
includes no clause restricting its scope to the immediate
surroundings of the robot. A robot standing in the Arctic
might reason that it could take food to Africa and thereby
save a child from starvation. If it remains in the Arctic, the
robot would, through inaction, allow a human to come to
harm, thus contravening the first law. To enable robots to
avoid getting caught on the horns of such dilemmas, they
would need some capacity for moral reasoning. Ensuring
robots had such a capacity would be hideously complex
compared to Asimov’s three laws.

If these speculations seem far-fetched, the day when they
become pressing issues may be closer than you suspect.
Computer scientist Bill Joy is not the only expert who has
urged the public to start thinking about the dangers of
robotics, and Greenpeace has brought out a special report
urging people to debate the matter vigorously. We should
not be too alarmist, however. While the field of robotics is
progressing rapidly, there is still some way to go before
robots become as intelligent as Will Smith’s fictional
adversary. As Chris Melhuish, a leading British roboticist
admits, The biggest threat our robots currently pose to
humans is that you can trip over them'

The history of the Intemet is littered with tales of businesses
that were set to take over the world and then failed to live
up fo the hype. With eBay it is the other way round. The
online auction house is now the biggest e-commerce
business in the world, a staggering success story that just
keeps on growing. Yet it was the grapevine that ensured its
success rather than advertising or media coverage.

The stories that have got eBay talked about reinforce the
message that when it comes to picking up a bargain, or
making a few quid out of something you thought was worthy
only of the dustbin, the rich and famous are no different from
the rest of us. Tony Blair’s wife, Cherie, bought a Winnie the
Pooh alarm clock on eBay for her son Leo; Robbie Williams’
bed sold for £15,400 and millionairess Jemima Khan used the
site to acquire a second-hand designer dress.

Major corporations use eBay to shed unwanted stock but it's
the private individual who really gives the site its character.
Transactions put strangers in touch with each other. Emails are
exchanged. There are online discussion boards and, crucially,
eBay operates a feedback system whereby buyers and sellers
rate each other’s honesty and efficiency. It pays to do right by
your fellow eBayers. If your rating falls much below

100 per cent ~ 98 per cent is barely good enough — then you
will find that people simply won’t deal with you.

With such a range and speed of sales — and a commission on
each — it is hardly surprising that the business is now a global
giant. It was launched in 1995 and was the brainchild of Pierre
Omidyar. Born in Paris to Iranian parents who emigrated to the
US when he was six, he got a degree in computer sciences and
moved to California, where eBay was born. In those days it was
called Auctionweb.

McCarthy, who lives in Ireland, is walking around London as part of an
ongoing performance entitled What Do You Do When You Get There and
There is No There There? which centres on the Irish experience of emigration.

Performance art became accepted in the 1970’s, when conceptual art
was in its heyday. Conceptual artists saw ideas as more important than
the finished product. Performance became the execution of those ideas.
Performance artists want to take their art directly to a public forum. They
believe that looking at something on a wall in a gallery has an adverse
affect on people because it puts them in a passive position. Performance
art, therefore, is live, is not for sale, has no rules, and may entertain or
shock. It can incude painting, dance, video, and much -

more. It is art because its creator says it is.

Unlike conventional art, performance art requires
an audience to construct its own narrative from
the cues it gives. So perhaps that
boy on the bike will make up a story
about the ‘nutter’ with tights on his
head.

A Shakespeare Company might think that a
performance by such expert actors would be as
good as it gets. But this is not always so. Because English eo
is the first language of only some of the audience,
no one —neither director nor actors — dare rely on
Shakespeare’s words. Instead they play the fool, doing
anything to blur the line’s delivery. In a production of
Romeo and Juliet I once saw, the actors threw an orange
to each other during the balcony scene.
Shakespeare’s theatre must be got off the page to
be experienced fully, but not as in the mannered
performances of today’s leading actors. I remember
going, as a 16-year-old, to a performance of Hamlet
at a nearby school. Hamlet was a tall, fair boy of
excruciating thinness. He had no technique, but he
had Hamlet’s words. He seemed hypnotised by the
poetry.

only in the positive. Would is quite a literary style and
is often found in continuous narrative:

When we were young we would go to the river
and throw stones in the streamn, then go to a little
teashop and buy some cakes.

Use used to for past situations and states that no longer
exist or are no longer true. (Would cannot be used.}

In the 1930s that bar used to be a very famonus
little theatre.

Did Shakespeare use to live in London?
Note: Don’t use used to to say how long something
lasted 1n the past. Use the past simple:

I did the national lottery for a long time, but I didn't
have any luck. (Not: I used to do ...)

Future forms

Present simple
Use the present simple 1o express future events that are
timetabled or part of a calendar:
The Directors’ meeting starts at 3 o’clock on Friday.
Hurry up. The plane leaves in half an hour.
The present simple is used when the timetabling or

arrangement is impersonal {someone else has made
them or they are part of a natural law):

The next college term starts on 8th September.
For personal arrangements, where the speaker or

another person has made the decision, the present
continuous is usually used:

'm starting a new course in biology next term.

Future perfect simple

Use the future perfect to talk about things that will
have happened by a certain time in the future. It is
often used with a phrase starting with by to eraphas

completion before a certain future time:
By Monday
By lunchtime ke will have finished

By this time next year his report.

By the time you read this

Future perfect continuous

Use the future perfect continuous to talk about how
long things will have been happening by a certain tm
in the future {and perhaps beyond that time). It is
often used with a phrase starting with for to emphasi
duration:

Next month he will have been working at the fac
for twenty-five years.



The future in the past

Use the following ‘future in the past” structures when
you are talking about the past, and want to say that
something was still in the future at that time:

1 past continuous or was/were going to (+ infinitive)

Danny waited ontside the station. He was meeting
his daughter at 2 o’clock and they were going to
warch the Cup Final.

The planned or expected future action often doesn’t
happen:

He was planning to sell the house, until it caught
fire.

2 would (+ infinitive)
None of us thought the exam would be so easy.

3 was/were to (+ infinitive)

A politician was to give a speech, but she didn’t
turn up.

Use was/were just about to in the same way:

They were just about to disappear round the corner
when they saw me waving.

Time clauses in the future
Use the present tense in many futnre subordinate
clauses. Use a future form in the main clause:

He is going to Barcelong, when he geis a ticket.
(Not: “‘when he will get’)

As soon as he arrives he's going to buy a weekly
travel ticket. (Not: *As soon as he will arrive’)

Conjunctions that introduce these clauses include:

25 500N as when once by the time

Use the present perfect after as soon as or when to
express completion:

James is going to have a party as soon as his
parents have gone away.

I'll check your work for you when you have finished.
Use the present continuous after while to show that the
action still continues:

I'll stop drilling while you are trying to work.

Non-continuous verbs

Many English verbs express a state rather than activity,
so they are not normally used in any of the continuous
tenses. These verbs fall into several groups:

1 Verbs that describe wants and likes and preferences,
e.g. want, like, prefer, hope, wish.

2 Verbs that describe thought processes and opinions,
e.g. think, believe, know, remind, understand.

3 Verbs for the senses, e.g. hear, see, taste, smell,
touch, feel. But ‘sense’ verbs that describe an
active, deliberate use of the senses are used in the
continuocus tenses, e.p. waitch, look, stare, listern.

4 Verbs for belonging and containing, e.g. own,
possess, belong.

Many of the verbs above and other ‘stative” verbs
can scmetimes describe ‘actions’, with a change of
meaning. With the new meaning it is usually possible
to use continuous forms. Remember that continuous
forms imply a temporary action:
She ts usually quite honest. (a permanent
characteristic)
She isn’t being very honest. (a temporary condition)
I think you're unreliable and cver-ambitious.
(= have the opinion)
I'm thinking of changing my solicitor. (= consider)
He appears to be quite mature, but he’s actually
guiite the opposite. (= seem)
Several comedy acts will be appearing at The Palace
Theatre during the summer. (= take part in)
1 don’t expect you’ll like this, but Pm leaving the
company. (= think)
Fve been expecting you to arrive since 8 o'clock this
morning. (= anticipate)
I don’t have much experience of negotiating prices.
(= possess)
I'm having dinner with the Prime Minister after the
meeting. { = eat)
This is how you should present your CV. Do you see
what I mean? (= understand)

How long have you been seemng u psychiatrist?
(= consuli)
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Passives

Form and structures

Most active sentences have a corresponding passive,
All transitive verbs (verbs that take a direct object}
can have a passive form. Intransitive verbs like

die, arrive, sleep, etc. cannot have a passive form.

The object of an active sentence is the subiject of the
corresponding passive sentence:

Active: We have counted all the votes, and we
can now announce the winners. (all the votes and
the winners are the objects)

Passive:  All the votes have been counted and the
winners can be announced. (all the votes and the
winners are the subjects).

You can form passives from all tenses, future forms
and also modal such as can, must, etc. A passive is
formed with the appropriate tense of be + the past
participle:
present simple: People whe want a visa are required
to complete long application forms.

present continuous: The plane is being prepared
for take-off.

present perfect: I cart’t phone you. My phone has
been: stolern.

past simple/past perfect: The man wasn’t
aliowed to see his solicitor until after he had been
interviewed by the police.

past continuous: The children were being tanght
how to use a computer.

the future: You are going to be taken to prison,
where you will be givern a haircut and overalls.

modals: Credit cards can be used to confirm the
hotel booking.

The evidence mustn't be touched after it has been
put into the plastic bags.

The prisoners should be allowed to make a phone
call to their solicitors.

All the rules here have to be obeyed.

There are various passive structures that use the
infinitive and are often used in news reporting. For
example:

The ringleader of the gang is thought to be Spanish.

Plans for the new sports centre are said {o be under
threat.

Negotiations are believed/rumoured to be coming fo
a conclusion.
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Use have + past participle in the past:

The ringleader of the gang is thonght to have fled
to Spairn.

Plans for the new sports centre are satd to have
been shelved.
Use to + infinitive in the passive structure after the
verbs see, hear, make and allow:

Three very suspicious men were seen to leave the
building carrying black sacks.

A young boy at the back of the hall was heard io
laugh during the Prime Minister’s speech.

One thing he hated about prison life was being
made o peel potatoes.

The passengers were not allowed to get off the plane.

Note: When the verb ler is used in an active sentence,

allow must be used in the equivalent passive sentence:
{active} The police didn’t let him phone his

lawvyer.

(passive) He wasn’t allowed to phone his lawyer.
When more than one verb is used in the passive, the
auxiliary verb be does not have to be repeated:

Forensic evidence will be collected, sent to a

laboratory and analysed.

You can change the subject of a passive sentence
midway through the sentence. Again, the verb be does
not have to be repeated:

Fingerprinis are taken and the results (are) fed into
@ computer.

When to use the passive

Passive structures are used when the action is more
important than who did it (the ‘agent’}). The most
important information in English often comes at the
beginning of a sentence, and new information or more
detaijls come at the end.

The passive is often used:

1 in advertising, because the product becomes the
focus of attention:

Qur sportswear is tested by robots and womn by
world champrions.

2 in formal, imperscnal texts:

Your application has been received and you will be
informed of our decision (n due course.

3 in scientific texts, official writing and newspaper
headlines:

Many breakthronghs in the fight against cancer haw
been made over the past few years.




4 when the agent is unknown or is not important or
is obvious from the context:

The wheel was invented about 5000 years ago.

5 to avoid the overuse or repetition of personal
pronouns or vague words such as people:

The M25 motorway is being repaired and should be
avoided for the next two weeks.
You can mention the agent in a passive structure if it is
important. Use by + namme or noun:

The boxer was knocked out in the first round.
{The agent is not named, so we assume it wasn’t
anything remarkable.)

The boxer was knocked out in the first roumd by
a rock thrown from the spectator’s ared.

have[get something done

Use the structure have -+ noun/pronoun + past
participle when someone else does something for you.
For example, your car needs a service, your eyes need
to be tested, etc:

Sorry, I can’t talk. I'm just having my hair cut.

You can use this structure to refer to things that are
done by someone else and are beyond your control:

The boy had his locker broken into end his camera
stoler.

You can often use get with the same structure, but it is
often more informal or more urgent:

I must get those docurnents signed.

Gerunds and infinitives

verb + to + infinitive

Certain verbs are often followed by to + infinitive of
another verb:

deserve expect hope
manage offer promise
refuse threaten want

It's a pity he lost the race, becatise he deserved to win.

What did you expect to find when you opened the box?
To can stand alone to avoid repealing the verb or
phrase:

I'm not sure I'm going to pass my driving test first
time, bur I certainly hope fo.

With many verbs, an object comes before fo:

The Sales Director asked the Editor to give an outline
of the proposal.

verb + object + to — infinitive

The verbs that use this construction fall roughly into

two groups:

1 Verbs that convey the idea of asking, telling,
compelling, allowing, forcing:

advise allow ask expect
forbid force permit persuade
teach tell warn

2 Verbs that convey the idea of wanting, needing, etc:

want need prefer would like

Note that ‘that clauses’ are not possible with the verbs
in this group:

I really dor’t want thet-enyene-mistrderstands me.

verb + infinitive

The infinitive without to is used after:

1 had better and would rather
There's a storm coming. We had better go home.
I'would rather not sit in the back of the car.

2 the verbs make (mmeaning “force’} and let {mmeaning
‘allow’):
You cart’t make me do anything that I don’t want to do.

If you let me borrow your car, will you expect me to
pay for the petrol?

Note that make in the passive is followed by o +

infinitive:

The soldiers were made to stand for hours in the sun.
3 the objects of verbs of perception (see, hiear, etc.}:

When she was walking through the car park, she
heard someone call her name.

verb + -ing form

Certain verbs are only followed by the -ing form of
another verb. (That is. the -ing form of the second verb
acts as a gerund, the object of the first verb.} Verbs
that take -ing forms often convey likes and dislikes:

detest
feel like

don’t mind
enjoy

can’t stand
fancy
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Other verbs convey the idea of saying, thinking,
describing:

consider describe

suggest

admit
imagine

deny

Other common, miscellaneous verbs are also followed
by an -ing form:

deny finish

practise risk

avoid
miss

Note that verbs that follow prepositions are always in
the -ing form:

Don’t apologise for arriving early. It’s great to see your.

He would probably get more done if he was better at
working at night.

verb + infinitive/-ing form

A few verbs can be followed by an infinitive or an -ing
form, with little or no change of meaning. For example:

begin continue start
When the limousine drove past the crowd, some
people began to throw/began throwing flowers onto

the roof.

Some common verbs can be followed by an infinitive
or an -ing form, but with a change of meaning, e.g.

remember: I don’t care how busy you are, you rnust
rernember to pay your credit card bill. (= rermember
to do something in the future}

I remember going fishing a lot when I was a boy, but
I dor’t rermember catching many fish. (= remember
doing something in the past)

regret: I regret to inform you that I am resigning

as company secretary. (= be sorry for a present or
future action)

Neither of my parents regret getting married when
they were so young. (= regret doing something in
the past)

stop: “‘Come on,” said the mun in the museum. “If
you stop fo look at all the patntngs, we'll never get
round.” { = stop one thing to do another)

He went to China last month and he hasn't stopped
talking about it since. { = give up doing something)
try: She tried to reach the book on the top shelf, bur
it was too high (= make an effort)

Have you ever tried doing a martial art? (= try out
as an experimert)
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imean: Ok, I meant to tell you something. But I've
forgotten what it was. (= intend)

Buying this house means paying a higher morigage.
¥= becorne necessary)

Relative clauses

Defining relative clauses

Defining relative clauses are a vital part of the meaning
of a sentence. They identify the subject or object or
add vital information about them. Therefore you can‘t
leave them out. They define who or what you are
talking about. The vital information can come in the
middle of a sentence or at the end:

The children that he knew would succeed were those
who were motivated.

Can you gwe me a good reason why you need io
borrow so much morney?

Relative pronouns:

when for time
where for place
why lor reason

who/that for pecple
that/which for things
whose for possession

Who, that, which are often omitted when they refer to
the object of the sentence (not the subject).

Huove you ever had ene of those deys that starts bad
and gets worse? (that refers to the subject: ‘one of
those days’}

Have you ever thonght (that) things couldn’t get
worse? {that refers to the object: “things’)
You can’t omit whose. You can omit when if it refers to
the object:
Sit down and tell me the exact time {when) it
happened.
You can omit where, but only if you add an appropriate
preposition:
The old fisherman’s hut (where we stayed) we
stayed in was small and warm and it smelt of fish.
You can omit why when it refers to the object:
Tell me the exact reason (why) you want to leave.
You can omnit the relative pronoun and the auxiliary

verb, but only when the relative pronoun refers to the
subject:

Buildings (that were) constructed before 1960 vill be
dernolished.



Non-defining relative clauses

‘Non-defining’ relative clauses are quite formal and
mostly found in written or literary styles. They add
extra inforination that is not vital 1o the meaning of a
sentence. They can usually be omitted without losing
the sense of the main sentence. This extra information
can come in the middle of a sentence or at the end:

Manatees, which are sometimes called “sea cows’,
can be found in the warm waters around Florida.

The trees were full of large. black birds. all of which
made a trernendous notse.

Relative pronouns:
who for people

which for things (not that)
whose for possession

when for time
where tor place

Whom is a formal relative pronoun that refers to the
object;
The young artist, whom we had heard so rmuch
about. stumbled onto the stage ro collect the prize.

To identify a certain number of people or things from
2 group use: none/one/two/most of whom which:

She walked into a room that was full of teeniagers,
nore of whom looked up from their work.

You cannot omit relative pronouns in non-defining
relative clauses.

Direct and indirect speech

Tense changes

When you report what someone said, you often ‘move
back’ the speaker’s verb tense:

‘I feel dreadful.’ = He said he felt dreadful.

Tam swimming about = The girl said she was
0 kilometres a week.” swirnmming about 10
kilometres a week.

» He said he had been
the athlefics captain
at school.

+ She said that she had
just become a vegetarian.

‘T was the athletics
captain at school.’

T have just become
a vegetariar.’

‘We have been
planning the trip
for a long time’

+ He said they had been
planning the trip for a
long time.

* She said she had beent
travelling in Thatland
when she heard the
news.”

I was travelling in
Thatland when I heard
the news.’

If you move back the tense, then the speaker’s words
were true when they were spoken but not necessarily
true when they were reported. Don’t move back tenses
if the situation is still true or still relevant:

* He said that Bob and
Anna are learning
Russian. (they are still
learning it)

He said that Bob and
Anna were learning
Russian. (they may
have stopped}

‘Bob and Anna are
learning Russian,’
he said.

A reporting verb can be in the present tense (e.g.
says}, In which case the speaker’s verb tense does not
change:

‘The medicine is
working.’

+ My doctor says the
medicine is working.

Make logical changes to ‘place’ words:
‘I'm corming over there = She said she’s coming
to see you. over here to see iis.
The words this, that, these, those are usually reported
as ‘the":
“This diet doesn’t seemm = She said the diet didn’t
to be working. seem fo be working.

When this or that, these or those are used as subijects,
they usually change to it or they:

= He said it was an
incredible amount

“This/that is an
incredible amount

of money. of money.
“These/Those are very = He said they were
difficult problems to very difficult problems
solve.” to solve.

Make logical changes to ‘time’ words:

an hour ago = an hour before/previously
last year = the previous year
yesterday = the day befare

tomorrow = the following day

in a week’s tirne = a week later

These five verbs and expressions act 1n the same way:

he able to
had better

have to need to

used to

Ability: can/could/able to
Use can to describe an ability in the present:
Professor Smith can speak five lunguages but he
can’t remember his name.

Don’t use can to describe ability in the past or future.
Use could or a form of be able io for the past and be
able to for the future:
Use could for general ability only in the past:

Max could write before he could read.

Use was able to/were able to for one particular action
concerning ability in the past:

They had to travel first class because they weren’t
able to get cheap tickets.
Use couldn’t for specific or general lack of ability in
the past:
When I asked Professor Smith what his name was,
he couldn’t remember.
Use will be able to for ability in the future:
After six months of intensive training you will be
able to fly a helicopter.

Note: You have to use a form of be able 1o after verbs
or phrases that are followed by the infinitive or -ing
form:

' would like to be able to swim every day, but [ don’t
have time.

Permission: can/could
Use can to ask for and give permission in the present.
In formal] situations, may can also be used:
Can I ask you a personal question?
You can now twrn over your examination papers
and you may stari.
Cotild is also a polite way of asking for permission. But
carn is used in replies:
— Could I use vour dictionary for a moment?
— Yes, of course you can.
Could and was/were able to are used to talk about
permmitted activities in the past:
The schoolchildren could/were able to wear casual
clothes on the last day of term.
Will be able to 1s used for the furure:

r'tl be able to drive without ‘L’ plates when I pass
my test.

Possibility: might, may
Use either might or may to express possibility in the
future:
If we leave before midnight, we might/may arrive
in time for breakfast.
Present possibilities can also use might/may when you
are making a deduction based on current knowledge:

Due to the heavy defeat in the recent election, some
party members might/may now be unhappy with
their leader.
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Use might/may -+ past participle to talk about a
possibility in the past. It implies some uncertainty
about whether the action happened or not;
I'm not sure, but I might/may have read this book
when I was young.

Necessity: need (to)

Although need is often used as a normal verb, it

can also act like a modal verb to express a necessity
(usually one that the speaker feels}. In the present
positive use need to + infinitive to express present or
future necessity:

You need to apply for a new passport, if you've lost
yours. You can’t simply get a replacement.

Use needn’t/don't{doesn’t need to 10 say that
something is not necessary in the present or future or
wasn't necessary in the past:

You needn’'t/don’t need to put your seatbelts on yet.
We have to wait for one more passenger.
In the past, there are two negative forms.

didn’t need to (+ infinitive)
I didr’t need to send my CV. (perhaps 1 did send a
CV, but it wasr’t necessary, or I didn’t send it and
it didn’t matter.

needn’t have (+ past participle}

I needn’t have sent my CV. (I sent it, but it wasn’t
rnecessary. )

Obligation: must/have to

Use must or have to to express a positive obligation
in the presert or future. Must is often used when the
speaker feels an obligation himself/herself:

I must lose a bit of weight before I go on holiday.
Have to is used when the speaker feels an obligation

from outside {a rule, law, regulation} or 1s just
expressing a fact:

We have 1o put the paper 10 be recycled in the green
box.
Musin't is used to express negative obligation (an
obligation not to do something):

You mustn’t park on the side streets during normal
working hours.
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Advice and recommendation: should/ought to
Use onght to and shonld for strong advice and
recommendations. They are very similar in meaning

When you go skiing on your own you should/ought
to tell someone where you're going, in case you have
an accident.

If you’re not a strong swimmer you shouldn’t/
oughtn’t to go ot of your depth.

Assumptions/Deductions: must be/can’t be;, must
havel/can’t have
Use must for a logical deduction about the present,
when you warnt to express certainty:
It must be very boring to live in a small village
where nothing happens.
The opposite of must in this case is can’t:
The letter can’t be from your Aunt Harriet. It’s got
a Chinese stamy on it.
Use must have + past participle and can’t have + past
participle to make logical deductions about the past:

The burglars must have got in through the little
kitchen window.

Dave can’t have played football yesterday. He broke
his leg last week.

Use may have/might have/could have + past participle
to make assumptions that you are not entirely sure
about:

I was expecting a package today, but it hasn’t

arrived. I suppose it may/might/could have got

lost in the post.



Participle clauses

Use participle clauses:
1 to simplify sentences:

When the runner finished the race he was gasping
for breaih.

The runner finished the race gasping for breath.
2 to reduce two sentences to one sentence:

He's broken his arm. He'll have to watch the maich
from the sidelines.

Having broken his arm, he’ll have to waich the
maich from the sidelines.

Sentences with participle clauses can often sound
quite formal. Some uses would not normally be
used in everyday spoken English:

Being the richest persorn there, Fiona paid for the
meal. (formal)

Fiona was the richest person there, so she paid for
the meal. (informal and usnal)

When you use participle clauses like adverbs

they give more information about the main

verb. For example: they may describe the way
someone walked, friow someone acted, someone or
something’s general manner or behaviour, etc.
The main clause would normally coine first:

The marathion runner came into the stadium waving
at the crowds.

3 in written dialogues:

‘You’re just in time to check in,” he said, looking at
the clock on the wall.

4 to talk about two things happening at the same time:
Sam and Millie sat on the jetty talking about their
future.

If one long action is ‘interrupted” by another shorter
action, the longer action usually comes at the end
of the sentence. The word while (meaning “when’
or ‘at the time’) can often be used:

The aid worker died peacefully in a remote African
village, (while) doing the job he loved most.

5 1o talk about two actions that happen within a short
time period:

The fire swept throngh the Australian town, leaving
burnt out houses behind it

Often the second action is a direct consequence or
result of the first action:

The film has been a runawdy success, paving the
way for five or six sequels.

Sometimes there is an obvious sequence — one
action then another action. The participle clause
would normally come at the beginning:

Taking off his heavy overcoat, he sat down on the
red leather sofa.

6 to imply a reason:
Not knowing where he was, he stopped and checked
the map. { = because he didn’t know where he was)

Note: verbs that can’t normally be used in continuous
tenses can have a present participle form.

Prepositions are always followed by the present
participle:
On hearing the news, they started to celebrare.
Before getting on the plane, the President and his
wife waved and smiled at the small crowd.

Participles after a noun give more information about
the noun. They are like shortened relative clauses in
which the relative pronoun and the auxiliary verl have
been omitted:

Ruby Stone, smiling and waving to the crowds,
got out of the limousine. (who was smiling and
waving ..)

Note that the structure noun + present participle
indicates an activity in progress:
The man sitting over there wearing ...
If there is no activity in progress. you can’t use a
participle clause:
The scientist inventing the robotic washing machine
will win a prize. The scientist who invented the
robotic washing machine will win a prize.
With passive relative clauses, use the past participle:

The meeting, scheduled for 10 o’clock, has been
cancelled. {that was scheduled)

These can often imply a condition:

Watered orice a day, the plant will grow really well
(if it is watered}

Use the zero conditional to talk about scientific facts,
constant Jaws of nature, unchangeable rules, customs
and personal routines. Either if or when can be used

Tn the first conditional the present tense usually refers
to possible/probable conditions in the future:

If there is much more rain, the whole village will
probably get flooded.

If there wilt-be much more rain, the whole village
will probably get flooded.
Use the first conditional for threats or warnings
involving direct action:
If you don’t go away, I'll call the police. (= Go
away or I'll call the police.)
You can use an imperative in the main clause:

If you hear the fire alarm, walk quickly to the
nearest fire exit.

If you are frightened of heights. don’t go up there.

You can use the present continuous or the present
perfect instead of the present simple;

If you are doing your violin practice, I'll phone later.

If you have read my CV, you will know all about me.
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Second conditional

Main Clause
would/wouldn’t + infinitive

If-clause
Past Simple

In the second conditional the past tense refers to “unreal’
or ‘hypothetical’ conditions in the present or future:

If T had a daughter, I would teach her Russian.
(unreal present}

If I started my own business, I wouldr’t work on
Friday afternoons. (hypothetical future)

Don’t use would/wouldn’t in the if-clause:

If I wontd-—start my own business, I wouldn't work
ont Friday afternoons..

Use the second conditional to give advice to other people:
If the solicitor was rude ro yon, I'd complain to his
manager.

You can use the past continuous instead of the past

simple:

If they were looking our way, they would see us.

The past tense in second conditionals distances

meaning from reality (in the same way that the past

is distanced from the present}. Compare first and
second conditionals:

First conditional: If I become President. [ will
increase taxes for lugh earners. (spoken by a
Presidential candidate)

Second conditional: If I became President I would

spend more money on after-school clubs. (spoken
by a schoolgirl)

Third conditional

Main Clause
would have/wouldn’t have
+ past participle

If-clause
Past Perfect

Use the third conditional for past events that are untrue:

If you had listened to the instructions, you would
have known what to do.

If there hadn’t been an earthquake, there wouldm’t
have been a tsunami.

Don’t use wonld have/wouldn’t have 1n the if-clause:
If there wouldn't have-teen an earthquake, there
wonldn’t have been a tsunarni.

You can use the past perfect continuous instead of the

past perfect:

If they had been looking more carefully, they wonld
have seen the signpost.



You can use could (not) have instead of would have to
express possibility:
If Sally had been a cennirnetre taller, she could have
becomne a police officer.

You can use might (not) have instead of would have to
express ‘perhaps/perhaps not’:

If he had known the film wasn’t very good, he might
not have gone to see it.

Formal forms

In first conditionals, you can use should before the
infinitive in the if-clause to add uncertainty or increase
politeness:
If he has a problem
with his visa,
If he should have a
problem with his visa,

I'll sort it out for him.

If you need any help,

If you should need
arny help,

ll be in that office.

In second conditionals, you can use were to like
shonld, above:

If we complained
about the lack of
clean water, what would you do
If we were to complain| about it?
about the lack of

clean water,

Alternatives to if
You can usually use provided (or providing} and as
long as instead of if:
Jim will land safely on the ground provided/as long
as his parachute opens.
Supposing (or suppose} means ‘what if’. It can replace
if in questions and comes first in the sentence:
Supposing you missed the plane, what would
yoti do?
Unless can be used to mean ‘if ... not™:

Mixed conditionals

Mixed conditional sentences are formed from two
clauses with different time references. The most
common ‘mixed’ conditionals mvolve a clause

from a second conditional and a clause from a third
conditional. The if-clause can state the ‘cause’ or
‘reason’ and refers to the past (third conditional}, with
the ‘result’ in the main clause referring to the present
{second conditional):

(3rd) {2nd)
1 If Sally hadn't tuned her violin ... it wouldn’t sound
very nice.
(3rd)
2 If Tom had read the instructions more carefully, ...
(2nd}

he would know what to do.

These conditionals answer the question “why?’

1 Why does Sally’s violin sound okay? Becatise she
tuned it.

2 Why doesri’t Tom know what to do? Because he
didn’t read the instructions very carefully.

Mixed conditionals of this type often express regret
(or satisfaction) in the present for something that
happened in the past:

If I hadn’t married Tom, [ wouldn’t be living in
Australia.

They can express present possibilities based on past
events:

If you had kepr the receipt, we would give you
your money back.

The modals might or could can be used:

If I had started my own business fen years ago,
I might be better off by now.

If she had studied languages af university, she
could be a translator.

The time reference of the clauses can be reversed. The
if-clause (the cause or reason) can refer to the present
{second conditional), the main ¢lause (the result) can
refer to the past (third conditional}
{2nd) {3rd)}
If his eves weren’t so bad, he would have seen the
road sign.

{He didn’t see the road sign because his eyes are bad.)

(2nd} (3rd)
If Anna wasn’t so clever she wouldn’t have kniown
how to take my blood pressure.

{Anna knew how to take my blood pressure
because she is clever.}
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In mixed conditionals of this type, the reference to the
present makes it clear that the situation exists now. In
‘pure’ third conditionals, the time reference only refers
to the past.

(2nd) (3rd)
If Jack wasn’t interested in people, he wouldn’t have
studied sociology at university.

{Tack was and still is interested in people)

(3rd) (3rd)
If Jack hadr't been interested in people, he wouldn't
have studied sociology at university.

{Jack was interested in people, perhaps he still is,
but we are not sure)

Wishes and regrets

Use wisf. + past simple for situations in the present
that you would like to be different:

I wish I didn’t get so many urwanted ematls.

You can often use were instead of was, particularly in
formal English:

The young man is so unhappy that he often. wishes

he were somewhere else.

Use wish + the past modal conld (not would) to
express a regret about a personal lack of ability:

T wish I could swim further without taking a rest.
Use wish + the past modal didn’t have to to express
lack of enthusiasm about an obligation:

I wish I didn’t have to carry my identity papers with

niie everywhere 1 go.

You can use wish + wounld to criticise other people
or an aspect of the present situation that you are
unhappy with:

I wish she wouldn’t keep talking about her children.
1 wish this computer would stop crashing.
You can also use wish + would to talk about future
situatiens that you want to change:
I wish someone would fix the central heating..
You can use wish + past perfect to express regrets
about the past:

I wish the advertising agency had thought of a better
brand name.
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You can often use if only instead of I wish. But the
result is more a thought than a voiced regret:

1 didn’t have to commaute to work

every day.
I wish/ I could get a job in advertising.
If only English spelling was easier.

credit card companies wouldn’t keep
sending me their offers.

Comparatives and
superlatives

Comparatives

Use as ... as ... to say that two elements are equal in
some way. There are several structures you can

use. The words just and nearly often come before
the first as:

adjective
as adverh as
much/many + noun
He plays tennis niearly as well as his girlfriend.
I get paid just as much money as you.
There are just as many cafés in London as (there
are} in Paris.
Object pronouns, nouns and clauses can follow the
second as:
That car is nearly as old as me.

The food in Le Select is just as good as it was ten
years ago.

Walking in London is often just as fast as taking
a bus.

Use the opposite structure rior as ... as ... to 1alk about
two elements that are unequal in some way.

The words nowkhere near, niothing like and not quite
often come before the first as:

The sports car was nowhere near as fast as 1 had
expected it to be.

{ can play the piano. bur not quite as well as (I can
play) the guitar.

Flying in a hot air balloon was nothing like as
frightering as I thought it would be.



Use comparatives to compare people, groups and
things. Use a comparative adjective (healthier, more
exciting, etc.) or adverb (earlier, more carefully, etc.):

You won the silver medal but Emma Dean beat you
with a much faster tme.

Would you like to have your interview where there is
a greater degree of privacy?
Use than 1o make comparisons between two different
things of the same type:

The weather in many countries is now warmer and
wetter than it used to be.

Fiats are less expensive than Ferraris.
You can qualify the comparative with these words and
EXPressions:
a bit
slightly

Driving in a Mercedes is a great deal more
comfortable than riding a scooter.

a little much

a lot far

a great deal

Book 2 in the series is slightly longer than Book 1.

She ahways does a bit better at English than maths.
You can also use the expression no (more) .. than in
the same way as just as ... as:

The film was no more frightening than the book.

The boolk was just as frightening as the film.

You can use the following structure to talk about two

things that happen together:

the + comparative clause + the + comparative clause
The bigger the waves the berter it is for surfing.

The heavier the boxer the slower he moves round
the ring.

Superlatives

Use superlatives to compare one member of a
group with the whole group. Always use tie with 8
superlative:

the best film  the maost exciting journey

You can qualify a superlative with these words and
expressions:

among one of two of
Shane Walker is among the best young writers in

the courntry.

Crossing the icy ridge was one of the most difficult
parts of the expedition.

Degree: enough, too, so, such, as, like

enongh

Use enough (with the meaning of ‘sufficient/
sufficiently’) after adjectives and adverbs:

His exam results were okay, but they weren’t good
enough to get lim his university place.

You're playing well enough to be in the team, but
not well enough at the moment to be team captain.
You often use to + infinitive after enonugh:
I know you're physically fit but are you resilient
enough to keep going?
too

Use too (with the meaning ‘more than enough’) before
adjectives and adverbs:

Sally auditioned for a part in a Broadway play, but
they said she was too small for the part.

He tried to take a photo of the Tour de Frarce riders,
but they rode past far too quickly.
You often use too ... to + infinitive:

It was 38 degrees in the shade yesterday. Far too hot
to sunbathe.

1 ran out of time. I wrote too slowly to finish all the
questions.
so and such

Use so before adjectives or adverbs, but not when a
noun follows:

There probably are other planets, but they are so far
away that astroniomers can’t see them.

The trains are so unreliable (that) it’s no wonder
conunuters get angry.

Note that you can use so riich or so rmany with a noun:
“You've got so many problems, said the psychologist,
1 hardly know where to start.

Use such before a noun (with or without an adjective):

I haven't been to the cinema for such a long time
(that) I can hardly remember the last jilm I saw.

Advertisers always want us to think they have such
wonderful products, whereas most of it is such rubbish.
as and like
Use as as a preposition to mean ‘in the role of:
Mr Potter has been working as an accountant for
twenty years.
But use [ike as a preposition when it means ‘similar to’:

Mr Potter doesn’t look like an accountani. He’s built
more like a professional athlete.
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You also use as with adjectives to make comparisons:

Nothing seemns as frightening the second time you
do ir.

Emphasis

Inversion
Use the word order you use for questions to give
emphasis;
I have never heard such a frightening nioise.
Never have I heard such a frightening noise.

You can use inversion:

1 after certain ‘negative’ adverbials:

never hardly scarcely
rarely little not for one minute
not since not until hever before

Hardly had ke sat down when he started to talk.
Scarcely had she got home when the phone rang.

Little did they expect so many supporters to write
to thermn.

2 after expressions with ornily or no:

only when net only

the only in no way

on no account under no circumstances
at no time no sooner

The only way to get anywhere quickly is to fly.
Although the trip wast’t very pleasant, at no time
did I feel in any danger.
You can use inversion to replace if in conditional
sentences that include should, were or had:

If you should need any help with your bags, please
let the receptionist know.

Should you need ..

If you were to stop messing around with your mobile
phone, you might learn a bit more.

Were you to stop ..

If you hadr’t tried to do three things at once, this
would never have happened.

Had you not tried .
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Emphatic structures with it and what

You can use It is ... . It was ..., etc. to emphasise a
particular part of a sentence:

There were five members of the climbing tearn, but
it was Bill who reached the summit first.

It was very disappointing that I didr’t reach the top.
Use What is ..., What was ... to emphasise the subject
or object of a sentence:

What they saw when they reached the surmmit was a

French flag fluttering in the wind.

There are varicus other expressions that can be added
to the start of a sentence for emphasis:

The reason I'm here today is to tell you about our
new products.

The thing I like most about Harry is his gerierosity.
All he could talk about was his work.

-ing forms as subject of a sentence
You can use an -ing form as the subject of a sentence
to give emphasis:

Arguing with traffic wardens is a waste of time.

Phrasal verbs

Adverbial phrasal verbs

Adverbial phrasal verbs are made from a verb + an
adverb. Some phrasal verbs are intransitive (they have
no object):

The witness broke down when he was asked about
her hushand.

He packed his rucksack and set off.
Transitive phrasal verbs (those with objects) are
‘separable’. If the object is a noun, it can go:

1 between the verb and the particle:

The police broke the demonstration up.

Can you set your ideas down in writing?
2 or after the particle:

The police broke up the demoristration.

Can you set down your ideas in writing?

But if the object is a pronoun, you must put it between
the verb and the particle:

The police broke it up

Please set your ideas down in writing.



Prepositional phrasal verbs

Prepositional phrasal verbs are made from verbs

+ a preposition. The verb and the preposition are
‘inseparable’, so all objects whether they are nouns
or pronouns must follow the particle:

You should turn off the motorway at junction 2,

We’ve received your complaint and we’ll lock into it.

Adverb particles can have several different meanings.
For example, off can suggest:

1 a beginning of some kind:

Go to bed early because we are setting off at dawn.
2 finishing or delaying:

We're going to finish off the lesson with a quiz.

I'm busy. I'll have to put the meeting off until
tornorrow.

3 some kind of separation or disconnection:

Workmen closed off the road to do maintenance
work.

Come in and take off your wet jacket.
My phone has been cut off because I didn't pay
the bill.
The particle inn can suggest:
1 some kind cf participation:
Bob never joins in the fun.
2 seme kind of deception

She was too clever to be taken in by the salesman’s
smooth talk.

3 some kind of collapse/retirement due to pressure
‘Do you give in?’ asked the wrestler, twisting the
man’s arm.

Some phrasal verbs change their meaning when used
with or without an object. For example, the particle
out can suggest:

1 failure:

My old car made a horrible noise and gave out five
kilometres from the garage.

2 distribution

She stood in the market antd gave out leaflets about
her rnew shop.

Three-part phrasal verbs

A few phrasal verbs have three parts:; verb + particle
+ preposition. You cannot separate the verb from
the other parts. All objects must come after the
preposition:

- ‘He's goinig to do awey with all kis old mobile
phones.

- ‘Is he going to completely get rid of them?
Pve just run out of time.
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
