There is possible to get a max of 4 points for each according to the level of working 

out. Uploading to IS. Max of 20 points possible to receive for this activity. 

• Final test. Max of 60 points possible to receive for this activity. 

 

INSTRUCTIONS OF SEMESTRAL PROJECT  
 

• Create the teams (2 students) or you can work individually.  

• Choose two companies that can be understood as direct competitors. Each team will 

work with different companies.  

• Choose 4 of 7 tools of the marketing mix of services. Describe and compare these 

tools between the chosen companies according to data and also your own opinion. 

• Present your project during the lesson in the length of about 20 minutes. The 

appointed day of the presentations will be known in advance.  

• The presentation should be interesting for other students. Use more pictures, videos, 

samples than text. Try to find interesting information etc. The form of the presentation 

is not fixed. 

• After performing your presentation upload it to IS.
